The month of June was a blessed month as we experienced our Lord’s blessing and we would like to share with you all these blessings.

1. Visit of Pastor Nick Clevely
Brother Nick is originally from South Africa; he ministers in New Zealand and it was his desire to visit a mission field. He spent two full weeks with us from the 13th to 26th of June and he was a busy man. We conducted at least ten cottage prayer meetings and the emphasis was to reach the Hindus and Muslims.

He spoke in different villages and homes, meeting families individually and sharing the gospel with them. He spoke at the pastors’ fraternal on Monday the 20th and about ten were present. The Lord opened two new homes for him to speak in; some of these people had heard about Jesus but they never understood the gospel. So brother Nick in a simple way explained the gospel. Questions were asked and he carefully answered their questions.

He helped me to perform a wedding and he spoke to about eighty people, including Hindus and Muslims. The bride and bridegroom were Christians but their families were not. The message was well received. The family belonged to a priestly caste but they were open for the gospel. Together we counseled the bride’s brother; although he comes from a priestly background, he is not religious. He was very open to the Word. He is thinking of sending his mother and his daughter to Sunday services.

2. The mission church at Ba
Brother Nick spoke in the Adult Bible Class and also preached in the main service. He had his musical instrument.  He sang very well and our people joined in. I helped to interpret his message in Hindi, as a few could not understand English. His topic was “The Providence of God,” and he spoke on the Person and Work of Christ. There were many non-believers in the Sunday service. We had about three babies with their mothers and a few other children. The response of the people was very good. We praise God that his Word went out with much power from above. Please pray for those who heard the gospel for the first time, that the Lord will open their hearts.

3. Two new families

Please pray for Reshmi, her husband Peter, and their two small ones. They faithfully attend the village meetings and also the Sunday services. They are new to our church. Also Amit, his wife Kriti and their one week old daughter Jaydin have been attending the services. The parents are converted and are waiting for baptism. Hopefully they will be baptized later because they need to be taught more of the Word. Please pray for these two families. The Lord continues to add his people to his church. Please pray for Raman that the Lord will guide him as his desire is to start a kid’s ministry in the villages. Please pray for the Maya family.  Their daughter-in-law came for first time with her two children. We praise God for this great opening so that we could take the gospel to them. Sagar, a young man of eighteen brought his grandmother who is eighty-four, as well as his sister; both of them are non-believers. Please pray that they will be saved.

Friends, we have lots to share but space does not permit us. We praise God for some of the new openings we have had. Our believers were encouraged as they heard brother Nick preach and they had a wonderful time of fellowship with him. He left on June 27th to go back to New Zealand. All we can say is, “to God be the glory, great things he has done.” Please pray for the followings needs:

b. Uplift Amit and his wife with their one week old daughter.
c. Pray for us that the Lord will give us strength as we serve Him.

d. For our practical needs and health.
